Planning Application DC/18/1226/FUL

Land at Spring Bank Farm, Beck Street, Hepworth, Suffolk.

Hepworth Parish Council Objections – 24th August 2018

1. In the supporting planning statement para 6.5 they state the original plans would not be suitable for conversion due to the height of the existing building, and this would prevent its ability to function as a space internally.  The Prior Approval was granted because it was thought to be suitable for dwelling purposes but the applicant’s statement indicates otherwise, therefore, the original Prior Approval Application No. DC/15/1194/PMBPA should be withdrawn.  The original Prior Approval plans include a “Residential Storage Area”

2. The proposed scale far exceeds that of the existing and the newly approved building.

3. The proposers diagram Thomas Hoblyn Drawing No CHA.6.0.05 gives a deceptive impression of the scale of the surrounding buildings.  Because of the slope of the land it is felt that the proposed dwelling roof height would exceed the existing buildings height.

4. The height of the proposed garage is 3 metres, indicating a future second storey extension. 

5. The site of the cattle grid installation appears to be outside of their boundary, in an area where they have right of way but not ownership.

6. Do the applicants have a separate application for planning permission to change the access from the highway?  The plans indicate this access to be given a surface dressing of chippings, which would be totally unsuitable for farm machinery access.  This would also require permission from the existing owners of the right of way.

7. The applicants have increased the site area from the original residential Prior Approval and extended it to include the entire brownfield/greenfield site.  This extended plan would impact on an area of wildlife ie grass snakes, deer, bats etc.  We feel an Environmental Impact Assessment should be carried out.

8. Historically the site has been known to be very wet and never cultivated because of this.  Therefore, it would be unsuitable for a subterranean building proposal.

9. The proposal for a large roof window, over 3 metres wide, on the north elevation, at a height of 4 metres would overlook the gardens of Street Farm. 

Public objections were also voiced.
